Registrations are processed on a ‘first-come,
first-serve’ basis and are open to everyone
regardless of race or national origin.

No registrations will be taken over the phone.

Please include 2nd choices where appropriate,
as some weeks fill quickly.

Program weeks can be added after initial registration
at no extra charge, with the exception of Explorer Day
Camp at a maximum of five weeks.

Confirmation of registration is sent via mail or

e-mail. Specific program information is included with
confirmation. Please read thoroughly once received. All
mailings are sent to the camper address.

* Grade level refers to Fall 2010 school year.

Day Camp Extended Hours

* Extended hours available for day campers
7:15-8:30am, 5:00-6:00pm. Charge is
$5 per child per use of either time period.

Friend Requests

* New Friend Bonus: Bring a NEW friend to any
overnight camp and receive $50 off your
registration. Both registrations MUST BE MAILED in the
same envelope and have the appropriate box checked.
Members of the same household and new 2nd grade
campers are not eligible as new campers.

* Overnight Camp: To foster the spirit of making new
friends, groups larger than 3 will not be assigned to
the same cabin.

* Day Camp: Friend requests are not guaranteed for
more than 4 campers per day camp.

Payment Policies

* Manitoqua accepts both Visa and MasterCard.

* Credit Card payments are accepted at initial
registration only. Remaining balances must be
paid by check or cash. Cards will be charged for
delinquent balances.

* A $6 processing fee is required for all credit card
transactions.

Cancellation Policies

* Changes and cancellations must be requested prior to
Wednesday preceding relevant week/session in other
to receive any refund or change. Full refund given for
documented medical emergency. Otherwise, cancella-
tion refunds are subject to fees withheld, and changes
subject to a charge, as follows:

* Journey cancellations must occur before May 7

Camper Conduct

* No abusive language or fighting is allowed. Drug use
of any type will not be tolerated. All scheduled events
must be attended.

Violators will be sent home at the
parent’s expense and may not be eligible to return the
following summer.

* To prevent loss of items, please label campers’
belongings.

* Late Drop-offs or Early Pick-ups (Day & Overnight
Camps):

- Late Drop-offs: After 9:00 am, campers are taken
out to camp every 15 minutes.

- Early Pick-ups: Due to the expanse of our grounds,
free time, and programmed activities, early
pick-ups may be subject to a significant wait period.

- Overnight Camp: If your camper needs to leave
grounds during their stay at camp, arrangements
must be made ahead of time with the program
supervisor.
